Lab coat	Please be aware that in lab we may use chemicals that stain or corrode clothing.  For your own protection always wear a lab coat when around chemicals.
Hair	If you have long hair, be sure to tie it up before lab, this will prohibit your hair from coughing on fire when working with Bunsen burners. Tying you hair up will help you to avoid getting chemicals in your hair 
Clothing	Remember to wear long sleeves that do not dangle, long pants and close toe shoes.  Make sure that you cover arms and legs and feet. Throughout the year we may work with chemicals that are irritants to the skin, or may be a bit more dangerous. In the past students have brought a change of clothes with them and left them in their locker throughout the school year.  Make sure you use items that are ‘play clothes’: old shirts, pants with paint etc.
