LAMP Lesson Plan 10
Overview


Students will first play a Jeopardy review game that the teacher designed. Then, in pairs, they will come up with one question for each “category” of content reviewed this quarter, as well as four answers (three possibilities and one correct answer). These questions will be turned into a Kahoot, which will be played by the class as a whole.

Objectives

-Students will be able to recall information from throughout the quarter

-Students will be able to develop questions relevant to the quarter’s content

-Students will be able to come up with correct answers, as well as incorrect answers that are 
plausible and relevant (not “easy answers” where the correct one is obvious)

(Standard 8.2 [8.2.1 through 8.2.8])

Co-Teaching Strategy

One Teach, One Observe (Ms. Kiser running the Jeopardy game, monitoring Kahoot creation, running Kahoots)
Procedures

This is a three day lesson, with the fourth day being the day of their quarter three post test.

DAY 1

Minutes 0-5: Warm-Up, review
Minutes 5-7: Team formation, handing out of white boards and markers

Minutes 7-35: Jeopardy played

Minutes 35-37: Introduction of Kahoot idea, pairs formed, topics shown on projector

Minutes 37-45: Question and answer formation, sheets turned in as exit ticket

DAY 2

Minutes 0-5: Warm-up, review

Minutes 5-30: Kahoot creation

Minutes 30-45: One or two Kahoots played (whoever finishes first)

DAY 3:

Minutes 0-?: LAMP Post Test taken

Minutes ?-43: Whenever students are finished with their test, they grab an iPad and play their 


Kahoots

Minutes 43-45: Clean up, wrap-up

Resources/Materials

-iPads
-Writing utensils and paper

-Textbooks

-PowerPoint, projector and computer for list of categories and for jeopardy

-Individual white boards and dry erase markers for team answers

Assessment/Evaluation


Students will be evaluated informally in a few ways. First, during jeopardy, they must pass the board around so that everyone is participating. They must work as a team to come up with answers. They will also be evaluated on the quality of their Kahoot questions and answers, and how well they do playing these games.

Students will be formally evaluated via the LAMP post test and their quarter three post test.
