LAMP Lesson Plan 4
Overview


Students will be presenting their projects (as explained in the previous lesson). This may involve presenting a poster, video, PowerPoint, or other product medium.
Objectives

-Students will be able to list several ways to reduce pollution for each of the five types of pollution (after seeing their classmates present)

-Students will be able to give their opinion on which type of pollution is the most harmful, and why

-Students will be able to reflect on their presentation skills and determine at least two ways that they can improve for the future

Co-Teaching Strategy

One Teach, One Observe will be employed (Ms. Kiser will be directing presentations, asking questions, etc.)
Procedures


This lesson was completed over two days, so each student could have approximately 2 to 3 minutes to present. Both days were the same, essentially.

Minutes 0-5: Warm-Up (loading up of PowerPoints, readying of materials, individual quiet 


practice)
Minutes 5-40: Presentations (with non-presenting students taking note of who their favorite is in 


each of the 5 categories)

Minutes 40-45: Exit ticket (reflection on own presentation, or students’ favorite and why)

Resources/Materials

-Any project materials brought in by students
-Computer, projector, PowerPoint

-Paper and writing utensils for students to write their favorites and exit tickets

Assessment/Evaluation

Students are graded based on the rubric provided in the last lesson plan. Their presentations are not graded, as it is their first one for me of the year, but I will provide feedback on their presentation skills (voice loud and clear, facing the audience, etc.)
