LAMP Lesson Plan 5
Overview


Students will list (and then quickly be taught about) the major sources of energy (wood, coal, solar, wind, natural gas, etc.); they will then categorize them into “renewable” and “non-renewable.” From there, students will be paired and have to debate in teams about each energy form (one team being pro, the other being con). The class will decide after each debate who the winner was, determining whether the energy source is good or bad for humans to use.
Objectives

-Students will be able to distinguish whether an energy source is renewable or non-renewable

-Students will be able to list at least two pros and at least two cons for each type of energy source

-Students will be able to formulate and defend their opinion on whether an energy source is good or bad

Co-Teaching Strategy

One Teach, One Observe will be used (Ms. Raper will watch the debates but Ms. Kiser will do all of the instructing and moderating)
Procedures


This lesson is taught over a two day time period, with the first day being allocated for research and script-writing, and the second day being used for conducting the debates.
DAY 1

Minutes 0-5: Warm-Up, review of answers (list as many energy sources as you can think of, and categorize them into “renewable” or “non-renewable.”)

Minutes 5-7: Pair up, form teams of 4, decide who is pro and who is con, pick an energy source

Minutes 7-43: Research and form logical positions, take notes on speaking points, check in with teacher

Minutes 43-45: Wrap up, clean up

DAY 2

Minutes 0-5: Brief practice as a warm-up

Minutes 5-40: Conduct debates, allocating 5+ minutes for each debate, voting after each

Minutes 40-45: Exit ticket (which debate team did the best job of convincing you and why)

Resources/Materials

-iPads for research
-papers and writing utensils for notes

-green and red cards to flash for voting pro or con

-computer, projector and PowerPoint for showing energy source types and examples

Assessment/Evaluation


Students will be evaluated both on their written script points and their presentation skills. I am assessing the information they collected to ensure they understand the content. I am also assessing their ability to defend their viewpoint with logic and reason, utilizing the information they gleaned from their research. Knowledge recall is a lower level thinking skill- regurgitating information they found is simple. Being able to use the information to convince their audience is a higher level critical thinking skill that demonstrates better mastery of the content.
