LAMP Lesson Plan 6
Overview


Students will calculate their carbon footprint on two different websites in an attempt to make the concepts of pollution, consumption, reduction and the greenhouse effect more relevant to their lives. This will also afford them the opportunity to learn how to reduce their own footprint and to understand that each individual plays a role in a much larger global picture.
Objectives

-Students will be able to calculate their own carbon footprints based on their everyday activities

-Students will be able to develop small and grand-scheme actions to mitigate their own impact

-Students will be able to prioritize their “carbon spending”

Procedures

Minutes 0-5: Warm-Up and review of answers
Minutes 5-24: First carbon footprint website completed; emissions reported to teacher on Canvas

Minutes 24-43: Second carbon footprint website completed; emissions and tree plantings 



reported to teacher on Canvas

Minutes 43-45: Clean up, wrap up discussion (who had the highest and why, who had the lowest 


and why, etc.)
