LAMP Lesson Plan 7
Overview


In preparation for the final project, the class will create a list of ways to improve Highland. They will be briefly reminded to keep the three R’s in mind (reduce, reuse, recycle), as well as sustainability. After the class list is made, the teacher will introduce several of her own ideas to help broaden their scope of ideas.
Objectives

-Students will be able to list at least three ways that Highland can be improved (in terms of reducing pollution and consumption, improving sustainability and green living, etc.)
-Students will be able to explain in depth at least one idea for improving Highland and defend/argue why it is beneficial, cost-effective, and overall a necessary change

Procedures

Minutes 0-5: Warm-up and review
Minutes 5-6: Introduction to the topic, reminder of 3 Rs and sustainability

Minutes 6-16: Create class list

Minutes 16-26: Presentation on teacher ideas

Minutes 26-36: Hand out rubrics for final project, review expectations

Minutes 36-45: Allow students to form groups and begin brainstorming
