LAMP Lesson Plan 8
Overview


Working in groups of approximately three, students will develop a detailed plan for improving Highland. The plan must be affordable, effective, realistic and related to the science concepts we have been studying.
Objectives

-Students will develop a detailed plan for improving Highland in terms of carbon footprint, environmental 
impact, green space, and/or healthy and sustainable living.
-Students will be able to defend their plan with a cost-effective budget, reasoning, and factual sources to 
back them up.

Co-Teaching Strategy

One Teach, One Observe / One Teach, One Assist / Team Teaching (Mrs. Raper and Ms. Kiser will be talking with groups, reviewing their work and turning them in the right direction)
Procedures


This lesson is enacted over a seven day period to give students plenty of time to develop a fine-tuned product. The first five days are all project creation, and the last two are designed for practice, review and editing.

DAYS 1-5

Minutes 0-5: Warm-Up (set a goal for the day and tell how it will be accomplished)
Minutes 5-42: Research, project design, group work

Minutes 42-45: Clean up

Minutes 0-5: Warm-Up

DIRECTIONS:

We spent the first week of February learning about five major types of pollution: air, light, noise, soil, and water pollution. Then we learned about types of energy sources (coal, gas, solar, wind, etc.). Finally, we learned about our carbon footprint, and reviewed ideas for reducing our consumption, reusing materials, and recycling. Your job is to use this knowledge to develop an idea for making Highland a better place.

This project is intended to challenge you as a citizen, environmentalist, scientist, and business person. Your group will brainstorm an idea and a create plan for making Highland green, sustainable, and healthy. It must be affordable and realistic. Your project can be any one of the “acceptable products” listed above. The administrators and other powerful people in this school (principals, counselors, deans, etc.) will be judging your projects and deciding which group has the best idea and presentation!

The goals are to 1) improve Highland as much as possible, 2) raise awareness for sustainability, and 3) have a large impact on a small budget. This project is worth 60 points (twice your individual project, for reference!). The grading rubric is on the back of this paper.

	The cost is somewhat unreasonable and the budget is not explained
	The budget is reasonable but only somewhat explained
	The budget is reasonable and the costs are explained
	A cost is provided and a breakdown of the entire budget is listed (down to the last specific cent), with all prices being reasonable

	Grammar, Spelling, Syntax, Organization, Appearance
	Plan is loaded with errors, is not readable, looks sloppy
	Several errors, difficult to read, is a bit messy
	A few errors, somewhat hard to read, could be neater
	One or two errors, legible, fairly neat and organized
	No errors, easy to read, very neat and organized, visually appealing
