LAMP Lesson Plan 9
Overview


After working for over a week on their projects, students will present them to administrators and other esteemed guests. The goal is to convince the administrators to fund their ideas. Winners will have a meeting with the superintendent, where they will present in an attempt to convince him to fund their ideas as well.
Objectives

-Students will be able to present their ideas in a professional manner
-Students will be able to use logic and data to defend their positions

-Students will be able to critique one another and determine who did the best job in their opinion

Procedures


These projects were presented over a two day time period so that students had sufficient time to present.
DAY 1 & 2

Minutes 0-5: Warm-Up (set up, email in presentations, get prepared)

Minutes 5-6: Teacher reminds class of expectations to listen, be respectful, etc.

Minutes 6-40: Presentations

Minutes 40-43: Judges’ discussion of presentations, peer review sheets handed out and gone over

Minutes 43-45: Winner announced, peer review sheets filled out if applicable
