Overview
Reading the chapter book the BFG by: Roald Dahl illustrated by: Quentin Blake
English Language Arts grade 3
The students will be doing vocabulary stick notes in each chapter, have a vocabulary quiz at the end of 3 chapters after being given a list of words, have chapter quizzes for understanding after each chapter, they will write a letter to the BFG describing their dreams and a readers theater on the BFG if there is time. Also at the end of the book the students will take a final book quiz. Then we will watch the movie and talk about the differences between the movie and the book. 

1.  The students will be going through the chapter that was read the day before and choose two words that they were not familiar with and put them on a sticky note and stick the sticky note to the BFG vocabulary wall for the class to go over for that day and figure out the word and definitions, they will be given 10 minutes to do this as a warm up in the beginning of class. The teacher will make a list of all the vocabulary words and give to the students to study for the vocabulary quizzes after three chapters of reading in the book.  

2. The students will be completing a 5-question quiz after each chapter to check for understanding of the chapter. 

3. The students will be writing a three paragraph structured letter on lined paper to the BFG about their dreams then they will draw a picture of their dreams and staple the picture and letter to a bigger piece of construction paper that will be provided by the teacher when the letter and the picture are completed and edited by the teacher for content appropriateness. 

4. The students will be acting out one scene from the book in a Reader’s Theater and we will invite another class to come watch it. 

5. The students will watch the movie the BFG after we finish reading the book and they have completed all of the assignments and book quizzes, then the students and the teacher will make a ven diagram on the movie and book comparison this will complete the BFG Unit. 

Learning Objectives 

1. Students will choose 2 words that they do not know and put them on a sticky note. 
2. Students will remember the main points of a chapter and complete a 5-question assessment. 
3. Students will write a three-paragraph letter that has all 4 major parts of a letter (Greeting, Body, closing, signature of letter writer).
4. Students will fluently read lines from one scene in the BFG and act it out in front of the class. 
5. Students will orally compare the BFG movie to the book.

Phase 3 Activities

1.  The students will be going through the chapter that was read the day before and choose two words that they were NOT familiar with and put them on a sticky note and stick the sticky note to the BFG vocabulary wall for the class to go over for that day, we will figure out the word and definitions by using a dictionary or technology, they will be given 10 minutes to do get the words and put them on sticky notes.  This is a warm up in the beginning of class. The teacher will make a list of all the vocabulary words and give to the students to study for the vocabulary quizzes after three chapters of reading in the book. If needed a larger vocabulary quiz can be given along side the Unit Test to gather assessment data points. Blooms levels for understanding, creating. This helps my assessment because there are vocabulary words for this list on the unit test and the pre-assessment. 

2. The students will be completing a 5-question quiz after each chapter to check for understanding of the chapter. We will read the chapter the day before and discuss it to review then the students will complete a 5 question quiz on the chapter. These questions will help to build the unit test at the end of the book. That way the teacher can see the understaning progress throughout the book and at the end with the unit test.  This would be progress monitoring  These smaller chapter quizzes will help to create my unit test I will use the questions from these smaller quizzes to create the larger unit test. 

3. The students will be writing a three paragraph structured letter on lined paper to the BFG about their dreams then they will draw a picture of their dreams and staple the picture and letter to a bigger piece of construction paper that will be provided by the teacher when the letter and the picture are completed and edited by the teacher for content appropriateness. This assignment has a rubric or performance assessment to go along with it. The students will be learning the structure of a letter in four main parts: opening, body, closing, signature of the writer. This will be a friendly letter format. This assignment will contain all 4 parts of a letter that we go over in class, it will also contain 3 sentences in each of the 3 paragraphs for a total of 9 sentences in this assignment. (Unless other accommodations are specified).  This could be performance assessment There will be a written response on the unit test so this will help the students to practice writing for the unit test. 

4. The students will be acting out one scene from the book in a Reader’s Theater and we will invite another class to come watch it.  This will help to build fluency and confidence in the reader. Every student will have a part in this and the grading will be based on if the participate or not. This is to be a confidence builder for students to get up and read and act out a scene with there peers, this will also help the social aspect for some children. Blooms level or Creating, and Understanding and applying.

5. The students will watch the movie the BFG after we finish reading the book and they have completed all of the assignments and book quizzes, then the students and the teacher will make a ven diagram on the movie and book comparison this will complete the BFG Unit.  This is a class or group activity that we will complete. This is to promote verbal knowledge and confidence in group discussions. Also this will be an informal assessment of how students compare what they see to what they have read. We will note the differences between the movie and the book and design a ven-Diagram to show the differences and similarities of the book and the movie.
