Overview 
	The sequence for my assessments will follow my learning objectives and their difficulty. I will not be doing any quizzes or tests because I don’t believe testing second graders is the best option. I think using different types of assessments such as hands on activities would be better suited for them. The activities within the lessons are what I am going to use as my assessment tools and have them turn in the final product for a grade. 

Pre-Assessment:
I will be creating a Kahoot for my pre-assessment where I will be asking questions about prior knowledge with making predications, details about characters, plot, and setting. I chose to do this assessment because it is an east way to see where students are in a fun way. This also lets them answer the questions anonymously so they feel better about not knowing the answer or getting it wrong. I also didn’t want to give them a pencil paper assessment especially because they aren’t the best readers at this age yet and I don’t want them to be confused or not know how to answer the questions.
