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Reading “Fix-Up” Strategies:

When I am assigned reading for class, I should… 

1) Look at the pictures/diagrams/graphs first.  
2) Read boldface text and vocabulary second.[image: ]

3) Next, skim (read quickly) text looking for key concepts/ideas.
4) Finally, read for content.
